This week we have had a fabulous last week with two great performances by
our Year 3 classes of the Jungle Book. There was so much energy, passion and
smiles galore from all.

This week we held a fascinating and hopeful talk from Dr Susie Davies from
the Charity, Parents Against Phone Addiction in Young Adults. It was thought
provoking, sensible and non-judgmental and highlighted the challenges for
parents around navigating phone use in ourselves and our children.. One of the
issues raised was the impact of gaming on young people, and in particular but
not exclusively, the impact this has on boys.

With this in mind we have also organised workshops from Ygam. Ygam are
a national charity with a mission to prevent children and young people from
experiencing gaming and gambling harms through awareness raising,
education and research.

They are coming into school on Wednesday 26th February to deliver a workshop to our Upper Key
Stage 2 children.

They will also deliver a workshop to parents after school from 3.45pm-5.00pm in our Infant Hall.
They have developed an awareness session providing parents and carers with information around
gaming, gambling and the blurred lines between the two.

Topics they cover:

« Gambling: exploring the influences on children and young people

« Gaming: discussing the benefits and concerns

« The blurred lines between gaming and gambling

« How to spot the signs of harm

« Useful tips to create a healthy gaming balance

« Where to get help and support
